Dear Whidbey Islanders,

As the seasons change, the leaves turn
color and drop onto paths and roadways, the
wind picks up and whitecaps adorn the
water. The rain comes in fits and starts, i
sometimes a gentle mist, sometimes a
driving torrent that keeps our
rainjackets cinched tight against its force. And then the sun
comes out just long enough to blaze a rainbow against the
dark sky.

Of all religious folk, we Unitarian Universalists seem
particularly aware of nature’s cycles, gifts, and challenges.
This awareness arises out of our environmental interests, of
course, as well as our understanding of the
interconnectedness of all life. But | think it also arises out of
our deep belief that nature is more than just pretty vistas,
mountains to climb, rivers to protect.

We regard nature as a sacred text, a “book” which offers
us knowledge, spiritual nurture, comfort in hard times, a
yardstick for our behavior, a cornucopia of gifts yet
demanding reverence and protection, not exploitation and
manipulation of its lessons.

Many religions use the Bible, the Baghavad Gita, the
Koran, and other literary works for their major sacred texts.
We also use these works, but | think we rely more on
nature’s reliable communication with us for life’s direction.
We tend to trust nature’s work more than human words,
when it comes to shaping our lives.

So I'm enjoying the odes and epics and lessons and
essays | see from my window or on my walks: the
cormorants tirelessly diving for food, the wind in the sails of
a boat scudding across the water, the cracking of brittle
branches under the onslaught of the storm, the last greening
of the plants as the rain returns. There are human lessons in
each of these simple and natural events and | am soaking
them up as though | am a thirsty plant in the downpour.

| hope your autumn has been full of sacred moments
and that your spirit is refreshed and ready for the long
lessons of winter.

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Over the Top

Saturday, October 18, four
1 i) UUCWI volunteers showed up
bright and early at the site
where the Woodinville UU
congregation is building their
own church using sweat
equity. Previously restricted,
like UUCWI, to afternoon
worship, Woodmvnle UU has been holding
Sunday morning services in the new building
since September 7. Also, they hired the
Reverend Alex Holt as their half-time minister
September 14. Now they report that attendance
has increased so much that the new sanctuary
now seems small, CRE is overflowing, and there
isn't enough parking. These are nice problems to
have.

The Woodinville congregation got its start
as a mission church. Our own Bill Graves, as an
agent of the UUA, played a key role in making it
happen. It was the right decision, as the church
thrived from the beginning. Unfortunately,
when the lease was lost on the place that
allowed them to meet Sunday mornings, their
125-child CRE program attendance dropped in
half. That was one of the factors leading to the
decision to build their own facility.

Our volunteers were answering an urgent
appeal for help that circulated to PNWD
congregational presidents and was forwarded to
our own building committee, headed by Roy
Bingman. Although the Woodinville church had
passed its occupancy inspections, there was an
October 25 deadline for converting the bank
loan from a construction loan to a lower-rate
mortgage, and the bank needed to see that the
building was complete.

Our job was exterior painting. That hadn't
been completed before the rains came, and
Saturday was a now-rare sunny day. Along with
a couple of Woodinville members and a
contingent from the Latter Day Saints church
next door, Baird, Roy, Bill, and | rolled and
brushed the cedar shingle siding, completing
the oil-based work in the morning — a job that
had been expected to take all day. The
Woodinville folks were so happy for the help
that they insisted on cleaning the brushes for

us! At noon everybody knocked off for sub
sandwiches that magically appeared, and we
polished off the doughnuts remaining from the
morning coffee break. In the afternoon we
climbed the ladder to the roof and covered the
cement board siding around the sanctuary
superstructure with latex paint. By 4 pm every
square inch that needed painting had been
done.

A core group of the Woodinville folks had
been working on the building every spare hour
and every weekend since groundbreaking in
spring of 2002, under the able and energetic
direction of member "Builder Bob" Ditzler. Bob
has a wonderful set of talents including
knowing what needs to be done first, what
requires care and what doesn't, where
everything is, and how to do everything. He
volunteered to give us advice when our building
project begins.

It was enlightening to see the contrasts
since the beginning of the summer, when a
group of us had showed up to help. There had
been dramatic progress. On our first trip, there
was just a structure with a roof; we helped put
insulation in the walls. Now, the structure had
siding, wallboard, and working utilities, not to
mention a paved entry road. But the project has
taken a toll. In May, the Woodinville group
seemed boundless in their energy. This time,
they were noting that they hadn't gotten
anything done this summer on their own
homes! Fatigue was clearly setting in. But what
was constant was the purposefulness and the
fellowship. It was a group "building a church’,
not "laying bricks". They were building
community as well as a structure.

Painting is particularly rich in instant
gratification. Even for the Woodinville core
group that had been working on the building for
so many months, it was a stunning
transformation. Bob sighed in relief and said we
had put them "over the top" in meeting their
bank inspection goal. It was a good feeling.

UUCWI Will Fund Full Scholarship

The Social Action Committee is extremely
pleased and proud to announce that receipts
from sales of the baskets imported from Bolivia
under our “Baskets for Books” program have
been sufficient to finance a full scholarship to a
two-year college level course in the same
country leading to a technical certificate. Both
the basket weavers and the scholarship
recipient are from an area in southern Bolivia
populated by Guarani people, an indigenous
group. The recipient will be the first from this
area to attend a course of higher education. The
scholarship will be administered by a Catholic
nun who has been working closely with these
people for over twenty years. She has promised
to keep us informed of the recipient’s progress.
The recipient will be chosen by the Guaranis
themselves.

Gross sales of
baskets to date have
totaled $2653. Our cost
to purchase and import
the baskets have been
about $966, $300 of
which was donated out .
of the Social Action Committee budget. On
November 1, Bill G. and Frances W. will
carry to Bolivia a check for $1920, the projected,
full cost for a two-year scholarship. Bill and
Frances will join UUCWI member Toyan

C. who is finishing her two-year stint
with the Peace Corps in Bolivia. They will travel
to the Guarani villages near Entre Rios to award
the scholarship. Toyan will be returning to
Whidbey Island in early December and is eager
to work on continuing and expanding the
project. In the meantime our basket inventory
that remains can be viewed at The Art Store at
Bayview. They make terrific Christmas presents!
We thank the congregation for its support
from the bottom of our heart.

New Member: Spiritual Bio of Patricia B.

| grew up in the Midwest, as a Protestant
Christian. | didn't really question what | was told
in that environment (including my father's
likelihood of going to Hell because he didn't go to
church with us.)

| went to college (Swarthmore) and took a
Comparative Religion course and learned the
history of Christianity. | couldn't and can't imagine
anything less Christian, and promptly stopped
calling myself a Christian. I'm still wary of that
term, especially now in this us-and-them world
climate.

The Quakers founded this college. | attended
a silent Friends Meeting on campus and found
myself comfortable there. My last Friends
Meeting, in Charlottesville, Virginia, didn’t even
require a belief in God to join the Meeting. And
best of all, Quakers always have, and still do,
practice what they preach. The actions of
Quakers, North and South, during slavery were
nothing less than heroic, and the American
Friends Service Committee and other service
bodies continue that tradition. Both my
upbringing and my education totally ill-equipped
me for life in this culture by encouraging me to

think for myself, and that is a hard habit to
break. They also nurtured my passion for justice
-- another dangerous road. This was never more
evident than in the summer of 1964 where | was
in the

Deep South as an activist and reporter.
Everywhere | went, and every demonstration |
took part in, someone was killed.

No sooner had | survived that self-
assignment than the Vietnam War broke out,
and | quickly learned what lies that was based
on. (Though I'd have been against it in any case;
war is NEVER the way.) So it was back to the
front lines again.

When people in this country finally woke up
to the truth about that war, | thought that at
least we wouldn't allow that to happen again.
WRONG. So | spent some eight months on the
corner in Coupeville trying to tell people what
was really going on. Somewhat successfully
even, as more and more joined us each day.

If anything, this war is worse, and this
Administration more dangerous. And for the first
time, | feel intimidated. | live in HUD-subsidized
senior housing, and the entire staff of Senior
Services (offices on-site) is former Navy and it
has been made very clear to me that my
tenancy here is at risk.

| came to the island five ears ago and
couldn't find an accessible Friends meeting
place. The Methodist Church | attended just
wasn’t there for me. The week we actually
attacked another nation without provocation,
the pastor preached on Saint Patrick. We
weren’'t even allowed to hold a private candle-
lighting ceremony in the sanctuary there to
synchronize with others all over the world.

Enter the UU. | saw the ad, looked up the
website, and found it a perfect match. Deeds,
not creeds. Inclusive not exclusive. And an
Affirmation | could have written myself. | feel so
found, and so grateful to everyone for just being
here. | wanna join.
