Building Committee Report

Huge progress is being made on the building!
The footings and foundation have been poured.
Tim K. and Roy B. took on the unpleasant task of



waterproofing the foundation and finished it in
one day.

The paralams (composite beam material) have
been delivered to the fabricator. These will
become the trusses in the meeting hall of the
building B the roomOs main architectural element.
Once cut to size, they will be moved to the large
shed at the C.'s, and volunteers from the
congregation will be applying finish coats. WeOre
currently investigating the OgreenestO varnishes
available for this job. PSE has started the process
of bringing power to the building and that should
be completed by the end of October. This will
allow the contractor to proceed with framing, and
since he has a large crew ready, that should go
quickly. Work should begin soon on trenching for
the ground source heat pump.

If youOd like to be on the roster for any of the
upcoming sweat equity jobs, please contact Tim
K., our sweat equity coordinator. HeOll be
scheduling people to make sure we have the right
number of people with the right skills for each job.
See the new directory for contact information for
Tim. When you do work on the project b be sure
to sign in and out!! This is very important for
insurance reasons.

WeOd like to remind people that weOre
including as many OgreenO elements in the
building as we can afford. This includes: the
ground source heat pump, SIPS panels in the
ceiling of the meeting hall, a metal roof, and
exclusively fluorescent lighting in the building.
WeOll also be using low- or no-VOC paint inside
the building. As you know, all of these items
increased our building expenses significantly, but
weOre proud of the fact that we are including them

Still, be aware that our budget is extremely
tight! A great deal of effort was put into
researching which major OgreenO items fit our site
and needs and also bring a reasonable return on
investment. WeOd love to include every OgreenO
technology or product that exists, but our budget
simply cannot stretch any further. As itis, there
are no funds for furnishings for the building. We
hope you understand the financial constraints
weOre working under! WeOre working on creative
ways to keep costs under control, but weOll
probably need another fund-raising drive to buy
chairs for the meeting hall and basic furnishings
for RE spaces and the office and kitchen.
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WeOre going to try to keep the online calendar
updated with building progress.

My path to Whidbey Island seems like a
circuitous one in retrospect. | also must interject
that it feels quite indulgent to carry on about my
own path when | know that all of you have
interesting life-path stories that | would prefer to
hear instead. However, | dare not balk at my first
assignment, so in the spirit of bringing my best
effort to the job, | offer this biography.

| grew up in a large Catholic family in a
northern suburb of Detroit, Michigan. My early
career was in academic medicine. A residency
program in pathology at Washington University
(Barnes Hospital) brought me to St. Louis,
Missouri. This is where | met my husband and
was just beginning my career track toward being a
Professor of Pathology when we had our first
child, a boy we named Troy.

Motherhood brought about the first of several
Oparadigm shiftsO that | have experienced in my
life so far (I expect there are even more to come!).
As | contemplated my tiny charge | knew that for
me, there would be no more important endeavor
than optimizing the environment in which this
child was to grow which, to my thinking, included
having momOs full focus. | exchanged the study of
medicine for that of Oattachment parentingO,
traded in golf clubs for a stroller, and discovered
the many gifts and challenges of full-time
parenthood.

Some of my Buddhist leanings from college
were renewed as | realized what great teachers my
children are. | readlvery Day Blessings, The
Inner Work of Mindful Parenting by Jon Kabat-

Zinn and a number of similar books at this time
and began to meditate on a more regular basis.
About this time my husband (who was also raised
in a Catholic family) and | discovered Eliot
Chapel, the Unitarian church just two blocks from
our house. We had made a few attempts to attend
Catholic services but found we were much more
comfortable among the Unitarians who seemed
vibrant, intellectually alive and open to inspiration
from a wealth of diverse sources. | enjoyed the
new member orientation class and my husband
and | taught in the religious education program.

After my children began to attend the Waldorf
school in St. Louis, | was brought on as their
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Administrator. | was in this position for three
years and gained experience in working with
volunteer committees, serving a faculty and board
of trustees, and managing all the business and
office functions of a small non-profit that is
remarkably similar to the UUCWI in its evolving

stage of development and scope. Just one example

among many: | was working for this little school
of 50 children when they bought their first
property.

Waldorf education is non-sectarian but is
inspired by the work of Rudolf Steiner, the prolific
yet relatively unknown Austrian philosopher,
literary scholar, educator, artist, playwright, social
thinker, and esotericist. | am grateful to have
stumbled upon his work as most of my spiritual
inspiration in the last several years has come from
SteinerOs writings. | also am grateful for the
experience | had at the Waldorf school in working
in a Ofeminine® environment which represented a
departure from my previous employment in the
decidedly Omasculine® environment of academic
medicine. | feel that both ways of working and
communicating, the yin and the yang, are valuable
and appropriate for different situations.

My older boy advanced in the grades quicker
than the fledgling Waldorf school in St. Louis
could accommodate, so it was actually the search
for a thriving and mature Waldorf school that
brought us to Whidbey Island this past August.
We considered other Waldorf schools in desirable
locations which were more developed (and many
that including high schools) but none could match
the beauty of Whidbey Island.

We have been extremely pleased with our
decision and find this to be a jewel of a place, at
once rural and sophisticated, with breathtaking
natural beauty all around. | began looking for part
time employment at the same time we began to
think about the need for a spiritual practice that we

could share as a family when we were made aware

of the UUCWI through the ad in the paper for the
administrative position. | canOt help but feel there
is some cosmic wisdom that brought us together!
